David announced that on February 24, 2002 there will be a College Goal Sunday.  The goal is to reach out to over 300 high schools and inform them about financial aid and how to apply for it.  Each site is in need of one financial aid administrator to assist the students.  CASFAA has partnered with Governor Gray Davis, the California Student Aid Commission and EDFund in sponsoring “College Sunday”.  This is a new statewide effort to increase the number of students taking advantage of financial aid opportunities.  Along with educators and community members across the state we as financial aid professionals have been asked to assist with this effort.  On “College Sunday” workshops will be held to help high school seniors successfully apply for Cal Grants including the new Cal Grant entitlement Program as well as other forms of financial aid.  Board members were asked to complete the volunteer form or give David a business card with our name and high school that you would be willing to assist.  If anyone would like to go anywhere in the state, North or South please say that also.  There was some concern if this workshop was a supplemental workshop to other FA presentations that were being made.  CCCSFAAA was informed that this special event is in addition to any Financial Aid Workshops held at individual institutions at high schools.

The Board gave its full approval and pledged to cooperate fully with David Levy on the project.
