Steve raised Motion to approve minutes as amended; second by Jacque; motion passed.
Regional Reports:

Region 10, JoAnn:  Regional concerns about CAHSEE; plan to invite Tim to next meeting in April. 
Region 9, John:  Chafee College attended meeting; two new hires in the Region.
Region 7 & 8, Kim:  Met at LA Harbor.  Discussed LAO recommendations, Spring Fling, raffle tickets.

Discussion of ACG and Smart Grants.   Discussion about High School grad requirements.  Foster youth discussions;  CSAC audit raised 
question about retroactive payment for earned grade of “F”.  Waiting for policy clarification from CSAC.  Intend to invite A&R staff to Regional meetings to discuss better coordination between departments.  
Sheila Milman has a video to share on Financial Aid Outreach.

Kim Miles will replace Pat Hurley as regional rep for the remainder of 2006.

College Opportunity Workshop organized by Mary Gill for Community Agency organizations providing outreach information.  A good model for future presentations.  

Region 6, Sherrie: Met March 6th.  Lunched with Santa Barbara EOPS meeting group.   Discussed annual joint meeting between EOPS & Financial Aid.  CAHSEE discussed, no action, waiting for CSAC directive.  Critical to learn what is acceptable documentation and who will be responsible.
Region 5, Steve:  No meeting, but concerns from Region about CAHSEE.  Concern about new Federal Grant programs.  Will meet in April.  
Region 4, Andi:  Shared CCCSFAAA website calendar.  Discussion of short-term book loans.  Debra Griffin is New Director at Ohlone.    In April, Maureen is retiring from West Valley after 29 years of Service. 
Region 3, Kris (absent):  Judy advised there was a CCCConfer call in March with review of handouts. 
Region 2, Craig:   Will be meeting soon to discuss CAHSEE issues.   Los Rios attended Debra Ortiz FAFSA workshop, which is a very big event including mini college fairs.  
California Scholarship Fair Event; teachers, financial aid, counseling services presented.  

Region 1:  Met on March 14 via CCCConfer.  Major concerns about CAHSEE.  Asked for articles for CCCSFAAA Newsletter.  Connie is on a one-year leave.  Butte has hired two new permanent BFAP staff.  
Discussion of Cash for College events.  

Discussion about April 26th Ad Hoc Meeting between Financial Aid, EOPS and Cal Works.  Regional Reps should attend.  Identify Program issues to address at Statewide level.  

Federal Issues Report, Jacque:
Review PowerPoint report posted to website and submit questions or concerns to Jacque or Beth.

Reauthorization should be thru the House in the next two weeks; Senate process will probably be longer;
Discussion on Transfer Credit Issue and the change in percentages of telecommunication courses allowed in a federally approved academic program.

Raise Transfer Credit issue at Consultation.

HERA side-by-side chart from EdFund is posted on CCCSFAAA website.

Conference Committee Report, John:
First 2006 Conference meeting in March. Conference theme will be “Fueling Student Success”.   Registration will open 9/1 and close on 11/8/06.  
Proprietary will not be attending CCCSFAAA sessions this year.  Community Colleges will not receive $2,000 subsidy from CASFAA. Iintent of CASFAA subsidy for segmental meetings clarified. 
Craig presented motion to accept conference budget; second by JoAnn; motion passed.  
Special thanks to Cheryl for her assistance at the 2005 Conference.

Note:  EdFund will not be able to cover all printing costs for the 2006 Conference.  

The note cards have been very useful.  

State Issues Report, Beth:
Publication Review subcommittee reviewed the Fund Your Future Student Workbook,  Counselor Guide and Brochure.  Suggestion to create 2 versions of the workbook.  

Thanks to Karen and Craig for their testimony about Foster Youth and Transfer Entitlement.

We need keep informed about State Bills; review for support or comments.  
CCCSFAAA website will post upcoming Bills, recommendations, and changes.  
CAHSEE is a major issue.

Note that Day at the Capitol was very productive.  Pat recommended we send a follow-up thank you letters to the offices we visited. 

Most legislative visits were very positive, empowering CCCSFAA to be present for legislative consultation.

Craig noted that it appears that CASFAA may be looking at restructuring advocacy in the area of State Issues.  This is an area where training is most important for an organization and especially for the President-Elect.  CCCSFAAA needs encourage members to attend hearings.  
Suggestion for Advocacy symposium include EOPS and CalWorks.  

Suggestion to inquire to how CCCSFAAA is being recognized by CASFAA in relationship to national standing.  A Letter of support from CASFAA to WASFAA will lend weight; however we are looking at an issue of national structure.  
Request to put Linda M. on our agenda for June to discuss Budget Bill and LAO comments.

SB1383 (Ortiz): Note suggested alternative language and send comments to Sen. Ortiz prior to April 5th hearings. 
Since we do not know if a student passed the CAHSEE, language does not appear harmful with regard to Cal Grants.  
Problem appears because we do not know if a student has met local high school standards. 

Craig raised a motion to support SB1383 with the language that Mary Gill has proposed; second by Susan; motion passed

Beth will solicit support from AACRO, EOPS, CSAC, CSSO’s, ILP for SB1383.
Craig presented a motion to support SB1264, changing Cal Grant deadline from March 2nd to June 30th; second by Beth; motion passed.

Spring Training Report, Susan:

203 registrations.

With new Spring conference registrations, CCCSFAAA membership is now over 700.
Waiting for response from Marianna Deeken.

8 vendors have responded with plans to exhibit.

Cash for College update from Karen.  Communication sent to Commissioner McClain:  
CCCSFAAA requesting early outreach presentations.  
Need for stipends to be sent early; 
Workshop materials must be sent early; 
Guidance on how outreach funding is being spent; 
Coordinators need to have contracts in place; 
Set selection for scholarship winners; 
PowerPoint presentations in foreign language are worded too formally;  there needs to be a focus group to help with language; Hosting schools need to be aware if other groups plan to attend an event.
Discussion about FAFSA Web application format; it jumps around! Workshops and outreach activities often rely on the paper FAFSA for instruction.  Federal issues chair will address this issue.
