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Brian Heinemann and Brad Hardision have been meeting with Deb Barker-Garcia, President of CASFAA, throughout the month of January. The meetings, by phone and in person, have been to revise the contracts for both the 2012 and 2013 winter conferences. Thus far negotiations have been favorable. 

On January 9, 2012, Linda Williams attended a Board of Governors meeting where she read a statement on behalf of CCCSFAAA expressing concern at the proposed 110 unit limit for BOG Fee Waiver eligibility and urging that the 110 unit limit include only attempted degree applicable courses.

On January 19, 2012 Margie Carrington attended a CSAC public hearing aimed at exploring on-line learning issues related to the Cal Grant Program.

Tim Bonnel and Pat Hurley were invited to represent California Community Colleges in the American Association of Community Colleges (AACC) Pell Grant Program national community college Dialogue in Washington DC on January 20, 2012. This was a dialogue focused on the Pell Grant program and Pell Grant fraud.  Tim and Pat will give a report in the CO FARR meeting on January 30th. Tim’s travel to this event was paid for by CCCSFAAA.
On January 26, 2012 CSAC held a teleconference on the proposed changes to the 2012-2016 Cal Grant Program IPA. At my request Margie Carrington participated on the call and gave comments on CCCSFAAA’s behalf.

On February 1, 2012, the Senate Education and Assembly Higher Education Committees will meet to hear the Student Success Task Force Recommendations as approved by the Board of Governors. Sherrie Padilla will attend this hearing on behalf of CCCSFAAA. 

On December 25, 2011 (Christmas Day), Chancellor Scott lost his home to fire. Kim Miles notified me of the loss and I sent a card on behalf of CCCSFAAA expressing our regret for his loss and letting him know that our thoughts and prayers were with him.
