Scholarship report

42 colleges submitted CCCSFAA scholarship applications.  They are currently with region reps to read and choose the winners, the winners will be submitted to me Wednesday morning so that I can share with the Board that afternoon.  

Fall semester start is a very busy time for financial aid offices so I would like to propose that next scholarship applications are sent out as early as June to give more time for colleges to process and select applications.  

I had several students calling me asking me questions about the CCSFAA scholarship, which was a surprise to me.  A couple had no access to the application so I forwarded the application to them and told them to submit it to their college.  

I received 3 applications that were AB540 so I submitted them with the rest and thought the region rep could decide who should receive the scholarship.  I thought this would be acceptable but the board may like to vote on this.  There are no guidelines for the CCSFAA scholarship.  I could hold a meeting with the scholarship committee to determine guidelines if necessary.  The scholarship applications are chosen by the college, so I thought that was the decision maker this year.
Is there a scholarship archives?  How long do I hold on to the scholarship applications?

Region reps CCCSFAA scholarship is counting on you to reach out to the colleges in your region for donations to support our scholarship fundraising efforts at the CCCSFAAA Conference in December.  This year, we will hope to raise substantial scholarship funds through two activities, the silent auction and raffle.  Each region should donate a basket or gift for the silent auction valued at $200.00 to $300.00, if each college donates $20.00 you can easily raise enough for a $200.00 auction item.
